Notable Hopes

Hope Family: Father Robert and sons
George & Adam

Robert Hope (1700s-1801)

In 1796 Robert Hope leased the farms of Fenton and
Fenton Barns, East Lothian, from William Hamilton
Nisbet of Dirleton, having moved from Ferrygate,
another farm on the Dirleton estate. Robert died in 1801
and his second wife remained at Fenton Barns with her
family.

Robert Hope (second son from his father’s first
marriage) took over the farm at Fenton and married
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Christian Borgue, daughter of George Borgue, a farmer
at Stevenson Mains. Their second son, George Hope,
was born in 1811. Robert and his wife Christian had
another 2 sons, Adam and Charles, who also feature in
this family’s rich agricultural and mercantile history

George Hope (1811-1876), agriculturist, second son
of Robert Hope tenant
farmer, East Lothian and
his wife Christian
Borgue, was born at
Fenton in that County, in
1811.

He was educated at
Dirleton Parish School.
By the late 1820s
George Hope was
working in Haddington
in the offices of a lawyer
but returned home to
take over the farm at
Fenton Barns.

In the late 1830s and
early 1840s he was
involved with the Anti-
Corn Law League,
striving for better rights
for tenant farmers. He
went on to become a
leading agriculturalist
who developed Fenton Barns into what was considered
at the time to be a model farm using progressive farming
techniques.

He spent all but the last three years of his life as a farmer
in his native County, and did much by his skill as a
practical agriculturist to improve the agricultural position
of East Lothian. Hope's holding, Fenton Barns, was
known in agricultural circles in the UK, America and on
the Continent as a model of what a farm should be. In
1875 Hope's landlord refused to renew his lease, and he
left Fenton Barns, which had been occupied by his
family for three generations, for Broadlands, a small
estate which he had purchased in Berwickshire. He died
there the following year and was buried at Dirleton, near
Fenton Barns.

The news of his leaving Fenton Barns and subsequent
death made headlines across Britain, the Continent and
America, such was the esteem in which George was
held.

Desirable Kinds of Wheat

About thirty or forty
years ago, Mr Robert

quarry on his farm three stalks of wheat, of different
lengths, from one root.

The ears were fully developed, while the stems or straws
were short, and upon the straws being closely
examined, it was observed that the control opening was
uniformly smaller than in ordinary white wheats. Mr
George Hope at first imputed the shortness and
stiffness of the straw and its unequal length to the stony
character of the ground on which the whole had been
grown, but these have proved characteristics of the
variety. The grain in the ears of the three heads was
saved and sown in a garden, and from the produce of
these three ears was propagated the Fenton wheat.

Other varieties of wheat continued to be developed
including another variety from Mr George Hope of
Fenton Barns, which he called “Squarehead”. Mr Hope
recommended the members of the East Lothian
Farmers' Club, to take a trial of it.

Mr Sherriff, of Saltcoats, praised the generosity of spirit
displayed by Mr Hope who, having cultivated a wheat
which he had established as the best in cultivation, had
the candour, after trying another kind, to acknowledge
himself beaten on his own farm. Mr Sherriff proceeded
to recommend the squarehead wheat. He advised every
farmer to sow half of his farm with it, seeding it thickly.

Adam Hope (1813-1882) merchant and politician;
born 1813 at West Fenton,

Dirleton Parish (Lothian),
Scotland, third son of
Robert Hope and Christian
Bogue; and younger brother
to aforementioned George
Hope; married in 1840 at

St Thomas, Upper Canada,
Hannah White (1821-1916).

Adam Hope came from a
well-known Scottish
agricultural family; his
father’s farm, Fenton Barns,
was noted as a model of
progressive agriculture.
However, Adam pursued a

career in trade. Following

Source: Wikimedia School and in Edinburah
Commons chool and in Edinburgh,

he spent six years in a

mercantile firm in Leith. In
1834 he emigrated to Upper
Canada and soon secured employment at Hamilton in a
firm which handled dry goods, groceries, and hardware.
After three years he took the course of many ambitious
young mercantile clerks at the time and opened his own
general store and produce business at St Thomas.

In 1845 he moved to London, Ontario to become a
partner in the general store under the name of ‘Hope,
Birrell and Company'.

In 1851, Adam Hope opened London’s first essentially
wholesale business, selling dry goods, groceries, and
hardware (the last department, managed by his younger
brother Charles James Hope, sold also at retail).
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Adam Hope and Company quickly developed a large
clientele in the small centres north and west of London,
and by 1856 Hope estimated the net value of his capital
in the business at £10,000. Like most Upper Canadian
businesses, this one suffered reverses in the 1857
depression, but Hope proved a canny manager, writing
off many bad debts, scouring the countryside for new
accounts, and closely scrutinizing his costs and profit
margins. When he died, Hope was able to leave to his
brother and sons a successful iron and hardware firm.

Adam Hope shared the liberal outlook and Unitarian
religion of his family. After the Upper Canadian rebellion
of 1837 in which he fought as a private in the St Thomas
Volunteers, he became an influential figure in the
developing Reform party in western Upper Canada,
though he never stood for election. It was a fitting climax
to a lifetime of committed party activity in London and
Hamilton that he was named to the Senate in 1877.
There he was a partisan Liberal who spoke mainly on
business issues.

Hope was an important figure in the business
communities of London and Hamilton. He was president
of the City of London Building Society throughout its
existence, and, before leaving London in 1865, was
briefly president of the newly organized Huron and Erie
Savings and Loan Society, later to be one of the
principal business institutions of western Ontario. He
was first president in 1857 of the London Board of Trade.
In 1872 he helped found and became first president of
the Hamilton Provident and Loan Society, a mortgage
and savings company that, by drawing on British capital,
grew rapidly into one of the largest of the almost 50 such
companies then operating in Ontario. He remained
president until his death. In 1874 he was elected a
director of the Canadian Bank of Commerce, a post he
also held until he died; he was the bank’s vice-president
from 1876 to 1879.

Having come to Canada alone and without capital,
Adam Hope had made his own way by hard work, ability,
and integrity. His life was a clear affirmation of the liberal
values in which he so strongly believed.

Adam Hope sent his father sixty-six letters, vivid and
detailed, which trace Hope's passage across the Atlantic
and efforts to settle in Upper Canada. A Liberal, he was
appointed to the Senate of Canada on 3 January 1877
on the recommendation of Alexander Mackenzie. He
represented the senatorial division of Hamilton, Ontario
until his death. In 2007, Adam Crerar edited the selected
letters of Adam Hope, written to his father in Scotland
between 1834 and 1845. This collection of letters totals
approximately 200,000 words, and represents one of the
single richest accounts of Upper Canada in the 1830s
and 1840s, touching on telling aspects of colonial
politics, religion, society, economics, and
communications. This edited compilation was published
as part of the Champlain Society's General Series.

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Places Named Hope
Hope, Arkansas, USA

Hope, established in 1875, is a city in Hemstead County
in south-western Arkansas, United States. It is the
birthplace of three
Arkansas governors:
William (Bill) Jefferson
Clinton (who was also
President of the United
States from 1993 to
2001), Mike Huckabee
(who ran for the
Republican presidential
nomination in 2008 and
2016), and Sarah

Welcome to Hope, Arkansas
sign Huckabee Sanders (the

and daughter of Mike
Huckabee. Hope began
in 1873, when a railroad was built through the area. The
town was named for Hope Loughborough, the daughter
of a railroad executive.

Hope is also known for growing watermelons and
continues to produce records for the largest specimens in
the world. The last record was set by Lloyd Bright in 2005
with a 268.8-pound (122kg) watermelon. The
Watermelon Festival is celebrated annually from
Thursday-Saturday during the second week of August.
The watermelon is used in the municipal logo and the
Hope slogan: A Slice of the Good Life.

World War Il through the Modern Era

On July 1, 1941, the government announced a land
condemnation order, and work began on the
Southwestern Proving
Ground (SPG). The
government built the
army ordnance plant on
50,000 acres of
farmland just north of
Hope. Four dozen army
officers directed the
activities and were
assisted by an Army Air
Corps detachment of
about 150 men. Civilian
employees—more than
750 daily —were
transported by bus
from Hope and
surrounding Counties.

The plant was
completed, and the first
ammunition was tested January 1, 1942. Work continued
until the end of the war in 1945. Some of the employees,
both civilian and army, remained in Hope.

Hope’s economy has always depended on farming.
Cotton was the chief crop until the 1920s. More than
30,000 bales a year were produced in the mid-1930s. So
many buyers had offices on 2nd Street that it was known
as Cotton Row. The United Cotton Seed Oil Mill was a
successful industry as long as cotton was grown. More
diversified farming began to be encouraged when the
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University of Arkansas Experiment Station was
established near Hope in 1930.

Famous Resident

President Clinton was
born William Jefferson
Blythe Il in Hope.
When he was seven,
his widowed mother
married Roger Clinton,
and the family moved
to Hot Springs (Garland
County). Later he took
his stepfather’s name.
His renovated first
home is maintained by
the William Jefferson
Clinton Birthplace Foundation and visited by tourists
from all over the world.

Historic Houses in the Borders
Abbotsford House, Rox., SCT

The fifth in the series of “Houses in the Borders” is
Abbotsford House, which is situated between Galashiels
and Melrose,
Roxburghshire,
SCT. I've chosen
this House because
of its historical
aspect, especially
as a tribute to its
first owner and a
fellow Borderer, Sir
Walter Scott, who
was a Scottish
historian, novelist, poet and playwright.

Standing on the banks of the River Tweed, Abbotsford
was Sir Walter Scott’s creation and, after his death in
1832, somewhere visited by millions. It was built on the
proceeds of a phenomenally successful literary career,
and Scott became determined to keep it in his family as
he worked to pay off huge debts after near-bankruptcy
in 1825. Abbotsford is an enduring monument to the
tastes, talents and personal tragedies of its creator.

Around the world, there are Abbotsfords named after
Scott’s home, including in Australia, Canada, New
Zealand, South Africa and the United States, as well as
three London streets. Scott was a generous host and
during his
lifetime
Abbotsford
was visited
by writers,
politicians,
noblemen
and many of
his readers.
After Scott's
death, it was
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opened to the
public in 1833
and has never
lost its place
as a place of
literary
pilgrimage
and
monument to
one of
Scotland’s greatest sons

Scott was an obsessive collector of books, artefacts,
weaponry and more, much of which can still be seen in
the Abbotsford Collections. But his home was his most
cherished possession, ‘the Delilah of his imagination’,
his ‘Conundrum Castle’ and ‘flibbertigibbet of a house’
that would ‘suit none but an antiquary.’ Its architecture
and interior design made it an iconic building of the 19th
century Scottish Baronial style, and it remains a key site
in the history of European Romanticism.

Sir Walter Scott

Sir Walter Scott was born 252 years ago on 15 August
1771 in Edinburgh and died at his home, at Abbotsford
House. He is buried at Dryburgh Abbey. He and his wife,
Charlotte Carpenter, from a French royalist family, had 5
children, they being: Anne Scott, Anne Helena Scott,
Charles Scott, Sophia Scott and Walter Scott. Sir Walter
Scott’s parents were Walter Scott of the Borders and
Anne Rutherford. His father had moved the family to
Edinburgh to further his own career in Law. He was
appointed as “Writer to the Signet” (who were solicitors
entitled to supervise use of the King’s Signet, the private
seal of the early Kings of Scots, which dated back to
1369). His mother was descended from the Halliburton’s
of Newmains and brought to the Scott family the
hereditary rights of burial in Dryburgh Abbey (which, as
mentioned above, is where Sir Walter Scott was laid to
rest). Of note is that his mother (Anne Rutherford), and
according to the memoirs of Sir Walter Scott, was skilled
in storytelling, and enjoyed a love of ancient ballads,
legends and traditions of the Scots. Of the 13 children
born to Anne Rutherford, only Sir Walter Scott lived
beyond the age of 60.

Sir Walter Scott contracted polio at eighteen months
which left him lame for the rest of his life. He was sent
back to the Borders to see whether fresh air and exertion
would mend his health. History tells us that this did not
eventuate. However, Sir Walter Scott remained in the
Borders thereafter.

Abbotsford is the extraordinary home of the 19th century
novelist and ‘Great Scott’ who popularised tartan, saved
the Scottish banknote and rediscovered his country’s
Crown Jewels

and Scotland saw herself.

James Robert Hope
was born 15 July
1812 to General Sir Alexander Hope and his wife
Georgina Alicia Brown of Ellerton, Roxburghshire. He
was the grandson of John Hope, 2nd Earl of Hopetoun.

Recipe Corner: Ecclefechan Tarts

A traditional Eccelefechan Tart is a delightful mixture of
sugar, dried fruit, and butter inside of a sweet shortcrust
pastry tart. It can be made as one large tart or as
individual tarts, similar to
Christmas mince pies. If the
delightful Ecclefechan Tart
were in a guidebook, it
would be listed as a must-
visit Scottish hidden gem.
But, unfortunately, these
delicious tarts have
remained under the radar
for many outside of Scotland. We think they deserve as
much fame as the country’s other more well-known
desserts like Cranachan and Tipsy Laird.

Ecclefechan Tarts are very Scottish. The tart itself is
named after and, we assume, began life in the small
town of Ecclefechan, found in Dumfries and Galloway in
the southwest of Scotland.
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Pastry

2759 plain flour (2 cups)

125¢g unsalted butter (cold, cubed) (1/2 cup + 1 tbsp)
3 tbsp sugar

1 large egg

1-2 tbsp cold water

Filling for individual mini tarts

90g unsalted butter (1/3
cup + 1 thsp)

100g dark muscovado
sugar (1/2 cup)

1 tbsp lemon zest

1 tbsp lemon juice

1 large egg (beaten)
Y4 tsp mixed spice
80g raisins (1/2 cup)
809 sultanas (1/2 cup)
50g glace cherries
(chopped) (1/3 cup)

To make the pastry, first add the flour and butter to the
bowl of a food processor. Pulse until the mixture
resembles breadcrumbs. You can also rub together the
flour and butter with your hands if preferred (just make
sure they’re cold).

Transfer the mixture to the bowl of an electric stand
mixer. Add the sugar and whisk briefly by hand to
combine.

Make a well in the centre of the mixture and add the egg
and 1 tbsp of the water. Using the dough hook
attachment, mix on a slow speed until it just starts to
come together into a dough. If the dough is still looking
too dry and crumbly, add the second tablespoon of
water. If you don’t have a stand mixer, you can also use
a fork to bring everything together.

Use your hands to shape the dough into a ball. Don’t
handle it more than you need to or you may overwork
the dough.

Wrap the dough ball in cling film and place in the fridge
to chill for 30 minutes.

Meanwhile, prep the tart filling. Melt the butter and
muscovado sugar together in the saucepan over a low-
medium heat. Set this aside to cool for about 5 minutes.

Add all remaining filling ingredients to the pan and stir
well to combine.

Preheat the oven to 180C. On a lightly floured surface,
roll out the dough to approximately 0.5cm in thickness.
Use a 7.5-8cm cookie cutter to cut circles from the
dough and push them carefully into the holes of a
cupcake tin.

Once you have lined all of the cupcake holes with pastry,
prick the bases with a fork a couple of times, then spoon
the filling mixture into each pastry case.

Bake for 20 minutes until the filling is set and the pastry
is turning golden around the edges.

Leave in the cupcake tin for about 10 minutes before
transferring to a wire rack to cool completely.
